Operating Instructions
Solar panel must be installed in a south facing location with a clear and unobstructed exposure to direct sunlight.  Any shade or shadow caste over the panel, will affect its ability to capture maximum solar rays and decrease the brightness and duration of the light fixture. The light will activate automatically at sunset and deactivate automatically at dawn. It should not be located near a source of light such as porch or street lamps as they will prevent it from operating as it 

should.  Note: Do not drill through the glass that recedes into the framing of the panel.
Place battery box in a dry location where it is not directly exposed to the weather or on the ground. The side of your home or garage, a foot or 2 off the ground would be ideal.  Then connect both weatherproof cables to the battery box taking note of the proper plug alignments. Make sure cables are snug when connected or light will come on when you turn switch to the on (I) position. Finally turn power switch on so battery can charge. 
Allow battery to charge for 8 hours prior to first use.
Battery Replacement
The LEAD-ACID battery included with this product is rechargeable. Like all rechargeable batteries, however, it will eventually need to be replaced. If the light should begin to dim or stays on for a shorter duration of time, battery should be replaced.
To replace:

1. Remove 6 screws and bottom plate from battery box.
2. Remove old battery, replace with battery of same capacity and type, ensure correct battery polarity.

3. Reinstall bottom plate.

Maintenance

When storing any solar product for an extended period, charge the battery every 2 to 3 months, if possible, or remove the battery completely. To maximize battery efficiency and optimize its life, charge or use your solar product regularly.
